HOW TO PROPERLY TIGHTEN A LOOSE BASE

PLEASE INSPECT ALL LAMP BASES
FOR LOOSENESS which can occur
during shipping. All of our table and
floor lamps can be tightened by holding
the socket firmly in a stationary posi-
tion. DO NOT TURN THE SOEET TO
TIGHTEN, As you hold the socket tight-
en the hexnut on the underside of the
stone base with a set of pliers. If a floor
lamp needs to be tightened this should
be done with two people. One holding
the socket firmly so that it does not epin
and the other should tighten the hex
nut on the underside of the base.
